 Crying out the News”.
 Since ancient times it has been necessary to bring news to common people. The problem was that most of townspeople could neither read nor write. Because of that a new job – a town crier – was created. This person was the newsman, who read or cried out the news and even advertisements to all people in the village square or town.

     In England, the history of town criers is unclear before the Norman invasion in 1066. This year has the first recorded use of town crier. When William the Conqueror defeated the Anglo-Saxons in the battle of Hastings, he wanted all the people to learn of his victory. So he sent some men to announce it to all local towns. They became his first town criers. William the Conqueror also made a law that all large towns should have a crier to spread the news, warn of danger and other happenings throughout the Kingdom. In other words the town crier was a talking newspaper, who also informed people of new laws made in London.

     Town criers were usually chosen by the city government, often by the mayor. It was a great honour to get the position of a town crier. A person had to be a good member of the society who could read and write. It was common for the post of town crier to be passed down from father to son for many generations, and it was seen as a position of some great importance.

     Traditionally town criers were men. They were often old military veterans. The position of a town crier gave them employment and a pension instead of turning to a life of crime, as it often happened to the veterans in old times. However, lots of town criers were women. Often they were a husband and wife working in a team: the wife rang a large bell and the husband did the shouting.

     So, we see that the main tool of a town crier was the bell. It was a means of gaining the attention of a crowd, although occasionally a drum or a horn was used. Or, for example, in Holland, the most preferred instrument was the gong.

     When a town crier appeared on a town square he first rang the bell. He cried the news to everybody around and traditionally finished the proclamations with “God Save The Queen (or King)”. After that he nailed or pinned the paper on the door of a local pub or tavern for the more educated members of the population to read at their leisure.

     Town criers were officially protected by law. They brought the latest news, which could be not only good but bad and include wars, executions, taxation changes, etc. The reaction of a crowd could be unpredictable. “Don’t shoot the messenger” was a command; anything bad that was done to a town crier was considered to be a serious crime and disobedience to the monarch.

     Today we have newspapers, radio, TV and the internet, which keep us informed. But you’ll be mistaken if you think that town criers no longer exist. Town criers are still in great demand for different ceremonies, official events and tourism, where their colourful costumes and impressive appearance are greatly valued. There are also many friendly competitions to find the “best” town crier!
